In accordance with your request we have reviewed the settlement offers and reports of
George Butler Associates, Inc. (GBA) Following is our response and recommendations

regarding each school.

Patton Elementary School

Phenolic insulation (PFRI) was removed below all built-up roofs at Patton Elementary
School during the summer months of 2002 by L.D. Tebben Company, Inc. The PFRI
material conformed to the findings outlined in the GBA report dated 07/29/02. During the
course of removal no decking was encountered which was deemed to require remediation
in accordance with Article 4 of the settlement agreement.
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It is understood that AISD has not funded, nor does it currently plan within the next several
months to remediate the PFRI at this school. It is recommended that AISD advise the
Settlement Class Counsel that it cannot comply with the sixty (60) day provision of Article
3.1 of the agreement due to the lack of available public funding, but that when public
funding is available within the next several months this roof will be treated as a priority and
replaced. This approach was taken at Northside ISD in San Antonio earlier this year and
was accepted by the Class Counsel. Once accepted AISD should expect to receive
compensation in the amount of one-half of the total amount due with the remainder being
paid upon completion of roof replacement.
